Food Merchant Loss Prevention Group to Recognize 

Law Enforcement Professionals 

HARRISBURG, PA — Two law enforcement professionals will receive recognition from the Pennsylvania Food Merchants Association (PFMA) Loss Prevention Committee on May 16 in Harrisburg.

Detective Dirk Boughter, Douglass Township Police Department, Gilbertsville, Pa., and Sergeant Michael L. Hope, Camp Hill Police Department, Camp Hill, Pa., will receive the first PFMA Loss Prevention Awards during a reception on May 16 at the Hilton Harrisburg.

The PFMA Loss Prevention Committee is comprised of fellow loss prevention and security professionals who are interested in sharing crime information, ideas and increasing awareness amongst law enforcement agencies in Pennsylvania. He graduated from Kutztown University, where he earned a bachelor’s degree in criminal justice.
